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IIT solves online test worry
with in-house software

AS many as 526 students of IIT-
Bhubaneswar successfully ap-
peared for the final semester
examinations online with the
help of a customised software,
developed by the institute.

According to the institute, 100
percent attendance was record-
ed for the tests conducted in the
usual subjective format be-
tween June 24 and 30.

The institute claimed to have
designed an in-house online sys-
tem by enhancing a software
named Wheebox.

Interestingly, the newly-devel-
oped system helped the institute
to hold exams in the traditional
format instead of relying on the
multiple choice question pat-
tern. Each student had to ap-
pear for at least six to sevensub-
jects, depending upon the
course, The duration for each
test was reduced from three to
two hours.

Students received questions
by logging into the exam portal.
For subjective guestions in
which they had to draw dia-
grams, there was an option to
scan and upleoad the answer
sheets using an QR code gener-

ated by the portal. They could
read the code with the help of
their mobile phones. The stu-
dents had to use either two mo-
bile phones or one phone and a
laptop. In case broadband con-
nection failure, the software
didn't ask for user registration
again.

The institute relied upon both
technical and human interven-
tion for invigilation. A batch of
50 students was being virtually
maonitored by one professor

The institute will publish re-
sults by July 10. As per the rec-
ommendations of the Senate,
weightage of online exam was
changed from 50 pe to 40 pe. For
final grading of theory exami-
nations, remaining 40 pe
weightage has been assigned to
mid-semester results and 20 pe
to teaching assignment.

While the conceptual and ar-
chitectural design of the system
was provided by institute’s di-
rector Professor RV Raja Ku-
mar, it was developed and pro-
grammed by faculty members
Bharatram and Chandra
Vadde.
